RE: 2017-2019 Biennial Budget Development and Submittal

It is time to begin the development of our biennial branch budget. Our goal is to
develop and submit a branch-wide budget proposal that reflects our priorities and that
will be supportec by our stakeholders and the legislature.

The 2017-2019 budget development process will be somewhat different than the
last biennial budget cycle. As you may recall, the Board for Judicial Administration
(BJA) established four new or reconstituted standing committees in order to provide
additional transparency and inclusion in policy, legislative, and budget matters. Of the
four standing committees, the Budget and Funding Committee has the primary
responsibility of reviewing and making recommendations regarding annual or biennial
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budget requests. Specifically, the Budget and Funding Committee (Committee) is
responsible for:
e Coordinating efforts to achieve adequate, stable, and long-term funding of
Washington's courts to provide equal justice throughout the state, and
e Reviewing, recommending, and prioritizing budget requests routed through the
BJA that impact the Administrative Office of the Courts (AOC).

The remaining standing committees may develop proposals that impact the AOC
budget, if so those proposals will also follow the revised budget development and
submittal process.

All requests that fall under the purview of the BJA will be reviewed and prioritized
by the Committes. The Committee has developed a set of criteria that will be used to
establish budget priorities and recommendations that will then be forwarded to the BJA
for review, approval, or modification. During the review process the Committee may call
on the proponents for additional information or presentation.

The Committee will review, evaluate, and prioritize requests during April 2016.
The prioritized list will be forwarded to the BJA in May for review with a final BJA
recommendation, to the Supreme Court Budget Committee, in June. The Supreme
Court Budget Committee will again hold a budget request presentation in July to gather
additional information and allow the proponents an opportunity to present their requests.
The specific date and time will be announced at a later date.

Although the economic climate improved, the most recent revenue forecast
indicates very little growth. As a result, financial resources are extremely limited and
recovery of lost funding may be unlikely. We all have a responsibility to carefully
examine every budget request. Proponents should submit only those requests that
meet the criteria and that represent the highest priority.

The Supreme Court Budget Committee, as well as the full court, will consider a
number of factors when deciding which budget requests move forward to the legislature.
Factors include the priorities set by the Committee, recommendations from the BJA, the
current and anticipated economic environment, constitutional and statutory
requirements, and other factors.

Details of the budget development process may be found on the courts’
webpage. Adherence to the established procedures and timeline is necessary to
ensure that the process remains consistent and objective, ensuring that all requests
forwarded to the legislature are sound and well vetted.

The Administrative Office of the Courts' Management Services Division will
provide staff support for the development, submittal, and review of budget requests
considered for inclusion in the court’'s budget proposal to the legislature. All draft
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budget requests are due April 6, 2016. All final detailed decision packages are due on
or before May 2, 2016. Please send all budget requests to Ramsey Radwan at
ramsey.radwan@courts.wa.gov.

[ enjoyed meeting you and Representative Jinkins for lunch yesterday. It was
nice to see both of you again.

As you know, the Administrative Office of the Courts (AOC) previously
agreed to expedite the data exchange project in order to accommodate information
technology issues at the King County District Court (KCDC). These issues are
unrelated to the state provided systems and rest solely with side systems built by
KCDC. In addition, we believed that the funding, $7.1 million, would come from
the state general fund, thereby leaving the JIS account to fund those projects
prioritized and approved by the Judicial Information System Committee. When the
2015-2017 omnibus operating budget was passed, we were very disappointed to
learn that only $1.8 million of the project costs came from the state general fund.
We have been very clear that the JIS account does not have the capacity to fund
additional projects, therefore, we have asked that the $5.3 million be “returned.”
However, after further analysis, we believe that $3 million will suffice for the time
being, if all assumptions remain valid.
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Attached is a draft amendment for the House 2016 supplemental budget
proposal. I ask that you present and support this amendment that will allow the AOC
to continue to successfully implement statewide information technology systems
that benefit the public, the legislature, and the courts.

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General Fund Revenue Forecast Update
February 26, 2016

On February 17, 2016 the Economic and Revenue Forecast Council updated the general
fund forecast for the current and ensuing biennium.

2015-2017 Biennium

The February revenue forecast predicts that current state general fund revenue will be $67
million less than the November 2015 forecast. This represents a .02% decrease.

The current 2015-2017 general fund forecast of $37.1 billion is $1.7 billion greater than the
November 2012 forecast. This represents a 5% increase in the forecast since November
2012.

The current general fund forecast of $37.1 billion is $3.5 billion (10%) greater than 2013-2015
collections.

2017-2019 Biennium

The February revenue forecast predicts that 2017-2019 state general fund revenue will be
$442 million less than the November 2015 forecast. This represents a 1.1% decrease.

The current 2017-2019 general fund forecast of $40.1 billion is $1.1 billion greater than the
June 2014 forecast. This represents a 2.8% increase in the forecast since June 2014.

The current general fund forecast of $40.1 billion is $3.0 billion (8%) greater than 2015-2017
forecast and represents a $6.5 billion/19% increase in revenue when compared to 2013-2015
collections.

Budget Outlook

The current budget outlook projects a $700 million budget deficit by the end of the 2017-2019
biennium. Costs for McCleary and mental health are not included, therefore the deficit is
understated. Unless new or increased revenue can be generated the deficit will rise
substantially.

With the exception of Medicaid the caseload forecast for the current biennium is flat or
marginally down.
