What this certificate does:  This certificate removes statutory barriers to occupational licenses and employment based on your criminal history. Most licensing bodies and government employers cannot refuse to grant you an occupational license solely based on your criminal history when you obtain a Certificate of Restoration of Opportunity.  
What this order and certificate do not do:  This order does not alter the conditions of sentence in the criminal cases listed.  The defendant (or juvenile respondent) must comply with all conditions of those sentences, including payment of legal financial obligations.  The defendant remains subject to any no-contact orders as provided in any of those sentences.
This certificate does not a restore firearm rights; is not a means to restore firearm rights or eligibility to obtain a firearm dealers license; does not require the remand of any protection orders; and does not vacate any conviction under RCW 9.94A.640 or RCW 9.96.060.
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
