RULES FOR ENFORCEMENT OF LAWYER CONDUCT (ELC)
ELC 13.9.  COSTS AND EXPENSES

(c) Expenses Defined.  "Expenses" for the purposes of this rule means a reasonable charge for attorney fees and administrative costs.  Expenses assessed under this rule may equal the actual expenses incurred by the Association, but in any case cannot be less than the following amounts:

(1)
for an admonition that is accepted under rule 13.5(a), $750$1,000;

(2)
for a matter that becomes final without review by the Board, $1,500$2,000;

(3)
for a matter that becomes final following Board review, without appeal to the Supreme Court, a total of $2,000$3,000;

(4)
for a matter appealed to the Supreme Court or in which the Court accepts discretionary review but not requiring briefing, a total of $2,500$4,000; and

(5)
for a matter appealed to the Supreme Court or in which the Court accepts discretionary review in which briefing is required, a total of $3,000$5,000.
