   (1) Before appointing a lawyer in a juvenile offense

proceeding, the court shall satisfy itself that proposed counsel

has demonstrated the proficiency, ability and commitment to

quality representation appropriate to the proceedings, pursuant to

the Standards for Indigent Defense Services as endorsed by the

Washington State Bar Association.
