If the superior court decision has been entered after a proceeding to review a decision of a court of limited jurisdiction, a party may appeal only if the review proceeding was a trial de novo and the final judgment is not a finding that a traffic infraction has been committed.  Appeal is not available if:  (1) the final judgment is a finding that a traffic infraction has been committed, or (2) the claim originated in a small claims court operating under RCW 12.40.
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
