(d) Appointed Disability Counsel. Exceptions. The prohibition in subsection (b) of

this rule on representing individuals after leaving office does not prevent:

 
(1) a lawyer from serving as appointed counsel under rule 8.3(d)(3); or
 
(2) a former Board of Governors member from representing individuals in pending
disciplinary proceedings or grievances after leaving office provided that:
 
(a) the former member represented at least 10 respondents in disciplinary
proceedings or grievances prior to taking office, and
 
(b) for three years after leaving office, the former member does not participate in
or seek to influence a decision or action of the Board of Governors related to functions
under these rules.
