Temporary Sexual Assault Protection Order and Notice of Hearing

This is the actual Temporary Sexual Assault Protection Order which the judge signs.  This order will stay in the court file.  You will need to obtain certified copies of this order from the clerk so you can show it to the police.  You do not have to pay for certified copies of this order.
Please Print Clearly Using Black or Blue Ink!


Fill in the name of the petitioner. 
· If you are the protected person, fill in your name.
· If the protected person is a minor, vulnerable adult or other adult who, because of age, disability, health or inaccessibility, cannot file the petition (other adult), fill in that person’s name. 
· Put the petitioner’s date of birth where it says “DOB.”

Fill in the respondent's name and date of birth.  If you do not know the date of birth, put in the respondent’s age.  
[The judge will fill out the rest of the form.]

[If the petitioner prepares the order for the judicial officer’s signature, follow these instructions:

Paragraph 1, check only one box that describes the petitioner in your case: 16 years of age or older, a minor under 16 years of age or a vulnerable or other adult.

Paragraph 2, if the respondent is under 16 years of age, check the box at the beginning of this paragraph.  The court will need to appoint a guardian ad litem for the respondent before a full order can be issued.


For the restraint provisions, check the same boxes you checked in the petition.

Note:  For the second and third items, you may list the petitioner’s residential address.  The petitioner has a right to keep his or her residential address confidential (secret). You are not required to write in the petitioner’s residential address if disclosure of the address would put the petitioner or the petitioner’s family at risk of abuse or harassment from the respondent.  However, enforcement of the order may be easier if an address is included.  If you decide to include an address, please list the complete address including the city.]
Law Enforcement Data Entry

The order will be entered into a state-wide database used by law enforcement so any officer in the state knows of it.  Name the agency which has jurisdiction where you reside. 
· If the address is within city limits, name the city police.
· If the address is outside of city limits, name the county sheriff.
Service


This order must be personally served on the respondent so the respondent knows what restraint provisions are in place, and when and where the hearing will be held.  You may choose:
· A law enforcement agency
· A hired professional process server

· Another person 18 or over, who is not a party to this action.

You will need to provide an address where the respondent can be located for service.


Check the correct box and fill in the law enforcement agency that would respond to where respondent lives so the police can serve the petition and this order on respondent. 


If the respondent is under age 18, check the correct box and fill in the law enforcement agency that would respond to where the respondent’s parent(s) or legal guardian(s) live so the police can serve the petition and this order on the respondent’s parent(s) or legal guardian(s).  

If you are making private arrangements for service of the petition and this order, check that box.


If the respondent appears at the ex parte hearing and the court serves a copy of the petition and this order on the respondent, check the last “Service” box.  No further service is required.
Next Hearing

The information on the top of page 3 advises the respondent to appear at the next hearing.  The judge or court clerk will write in the next hearing date, time and place, below the caption on page one. The petitioner must also attend this hearing.
· If the petitioner does not come to this hearing, the petition will be dismissed and the petitioner will not be protected by an order.  
· If the respondent does not come to the hearing, the court may still grant a protection order to protect the petitioner, as long as the respondent has been properly served with the petition and temporary order for protection and notice of hearing.  


Sign the bottom of the form.
· If you are filing on your own behalf, sign above the line for “Signature of Petitioner.”

· If you are filing on behalf of a minor, a vulnerable or other adult, sign above the line for “Signature of Person Filing on Behalf of Petitioner.” 
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
