Approval of Minutes

The minutes of the May 19, 2006 meeting were approved as published.

BJA Presentation

Judge Casey reported that she attended the July 21, 2006 BJA meeting to report on the work of the committee.  She advised that she had requested the BJA consider $100,000 for “grant money” to be awarded to individual courts for one-time equipment purchase, security assessments or other security related projects.  Although a motion was made to approve the request, it was tabled for further discussion.  Judge Casey stated that Mr. Hall, AOC staff, advised that the budget decision packages had been finalized for the Supreme Courts’ consideration and it may be too late to include the security committee’s request.  BJA was advised that a letter formally asking for funding would be forthcoming.
The Committee briefly discussed the awarding of grant money, if available.  Detailed requirements and procedures will be developed if the committee is allotted the “grant money.”

Incident Report Forms Update

Mr. Coplen reported that less than 15 incident reports have been received since the form was distributed electronically to all courts.  Staff will continue to monitor and compile the incident forms.

Local Court Security Initiatives

Each of the members briefly reported on security initiatives in their court.  In addition, Judge Gonzalez provided a brief overview of some of the areas that are being reviewed by the U.S. Marshal’s Office.
Court Security Survey

Mr. Coplen directed attention to the expanded security questionnaire summary.  He pointed out that the information is for superior courts only.  Staff was asked to complete the expanded summary for the juvenile courts and the district and municipal courts.  That information will be distributed to the committee.
Security Standard 1

The committee briefly reviewed security standard 1, making several changes.  Staff is to make the revisions and distribute with materials for the next conference call.  In addition, staff will distribute security standard 2.

Status of Federal Marshal’s Attendance

Judge Gonzalez reported that contact had been attempted with Eric Robertson, U.S. Marshal’s Office, but he was out of the office.  Since he wasn’t there, staff will contact Mr. Robertson to schedule his attendance at the October in-person meeting.

Other Business

The committee briefly discussed having a webpage where documents such as membership, minutes, charter, standards, etc. could be posted for easy access by all courts.
Staff was asked to look into the establishment of the web page on the courts’ website.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
