Call to Order & Introductions:

Judge Whitener-Moberg called the meeting to order.

Approval of Minutes:
The Minutes of the March 21, 2008 meeting were approved by unanimous consent.
Court Security Incident Response Committee Report:

Mr. Coplen reported on the last CSIRC meeting. Ms. Sugg and Judge Whitener-Moberg, CIRC Members, said that the Crisis Communications Plan (attached) was a good start for a CIRC Communications Plan, but that it needs some revision in order to meet security needs. Mr. Coplen reported that the plan was developed by the National Center and was considered nationally to be a good generic plan to use.  Judge Whitener-Moberg indicated there are some statements that could create a liability and would need to be changed.  Ms. Sugg thought contact information for local law enforcement needed to be added to the plan.  Mr. Coplen said he would distribute the plan to the full committee and request that members review and recommend needed changes.

Current Incident Reports:
In reviewing the reports, the members discussed their concerns that court security could be one of the areas cut as a result of anticipated budget problems in the cities and counties.  Ms. Sugg reported that the table of court mandates (attached) could be useful in justifying security and might serve as a model for other counties and cities, as well. 
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To raise the awareness with local law enforcement to help with the budget concerns, Chief Spinks suggested adding Court Security as an optional area for accreditation for LEAs.  He will provide an example of such a paper and will develop a recommendation for the next WASPC board meeting, a copy of which he will distribute to Court Security Committee members.

The next scheduled meeting of the Court Security Committee is a Tele- Conference on September 19, 2008 from 12:00 PM – 1:00 PM.
