Definitions of the Term “Incident”
Competing definitions exist for the term “Incident” within two Court Security documents.    In the January, 2009 Court Security Committee teleconference, members determined to consolidate those definitions for clarification purposes.  Following are the definitions as currently stated in the two documents. 
From the Washington State Courthouse Public Safety Standards – 2007: 

1.5 Incident Reporting 
Courts should immediately report all security incidents to the local law enforcement agency. Courts should also report all security incidents to the local Court Security Committee and the AOC Security Coordinator using the AOC website.

· Local policy may also require that incident information be provided to the county or city risk manager. 

· “Incident” is defined as a bomb threat, escape, or other serious situation that disrupts court services or obstructs the safety of individuals within the courthouse. 

From the Court Security Incident Report Form:
Court Security

Incident Report Form
(ANY form of threat or threatening actions that occur)
This form is intended to be used for the reporting of Court Security Threats. A security threat is not limited to a violation of law, but may include any act or circumstance that may interfere with the administration of justice. Courts are encouraged to record all incidents perceived to pose a threat to court related individuals or facilities and equipment. Once the form is submitted it will be sent to Courtsecurity@courts.wa.gov.
