New business – New Projects
A. Middle Eastern Culture Training Session

Ms. P. Diane Schneider proposed an education program focused on Arab, Muslim and Sikh cultures. McLane stated that it is too late for the spring conferences for this year but might be able to submit a proposal late to the Fall 2007 Judicial Conference Planning Committee. Ms. McLane further stated as soon as the proposal is assembled, she will forward to the chairperson of the Planning Committee for their review.

Intersection of disability and persons of color

During the discussion of membership survey the topic of disability was raised and whether the Commission’s mandate includes disability or limited to persons of color. It was recommended that the question be forwarded to the co-chairpersons of the Commission. 
Discussion ensued to look at the intersectionality of persons of color and disability and possibly an education program for future conferences. Mental health issues in the Southeast Asian American communities, Multiple Scleroses in the African American community, and disability as a result of domestic violence were discussed. It was recommended that the sub-committee should coordinate with the Superior Court Quality and Fairness Committee to sponsor an education session for Spring 2007 Conferences. The SCQF could focus on a general topic of disability and the MJC could focus on the intersection of disability and persons of color.
