Project Status Report

A. 
2009 Judicial College – Judge Sypolt reported that the 2009 Judicial College education session for new judges was different than the previous years.  He stated that the faculty co-presented an integrated education session which successfully utilized case scenarios, responder units, and the experience and knowledge of the faculty.  The faculty for this year’s presentation were Judge LeRoy McCullough, Judge Greg D. Sypolt, Ms. Peggy Nagae, and Ms. Benita R. Horn.  A discussion ensued concerning the bench card developed by the faculty for the session.  It was reviewed that the co-chairs of the Commission were concerned with the contents of the bench card, and they requested that the bench card not be distributed.  The co-chairs may agree to making the bench card available if it is made into a reference card for relevant RCW’s, codes of conduct, and court documents.  The sub-committee decided that staff should look into whether the Judicial Ethics Committee has already developed a bench card.  They also decided that staff will create a draft of the bench card utilizing court related documents and resources.

52nd Annual Judicial Conference (Ocean Shores, Washington) – the 2009 Annual Judicial Conference, scheduled from October 4 through October 7, 2009.
