The meeting was called to order by Judge LeRoy McCullough.

2012 ATJ and Bar Leaders Conference

The Conference is scheduled for June 8-10, 2012, and located in Yakima, Washington.  Judge Horowitz reported that the conference planning committee has made their decision as to what sessions will be presented.  He stated that several are of interest to the Commission and a partnership should be pursued with the groups sponsoring the sessions:

· “Using Data to Understand What’s Going On:  Lessons Learned in Family and Juvenile Court” (#20)
· “Child Welfare Reform, the Washington State Indian Child Welfare Act and What Lies Ahead for Indian Children and Families” (#10)
· “Legal Professions Role in Addressing Race and Disparity in the Juvenile Justice System” (#24) – not selected
· “Brightening a Grim Economic Outlook: Expanding Opportunities for Education Employment and Housing Through Pro Bono Record Sealing Claims” (#28) – not selected

Judge Horowitz recommended that Carla Lee, Center for Children and Youth Justice, Models for Change Project Coordinator, be contacted and asked which sessions they are sponsoring and how the Commission can participate.  

Judge Dennis Yule agreed to contact Justice Bobbe Bridge, Center for Children and Youth Justice, and Judge Horowitz will contact Bob Chang, Task Force on Race and the Criminal Justice System.



Hispanic National Bar Association 2012 Annual Convention

The Convention is scheduled for August 22-25, 2012, located in Seattle, Washington.  The Committee discussed that the Commission should have a presence at the Convention.  Judge Horowitz is participating in the planning of the event.

2012 Annual Conference Proposals

Monto Morton reported that the two proposals submitted by the Commission and listed below were not accepted by the 2012 Annual Conference Committee:

· “The Criminal Justice MATRIX:  The Impact of Juvenile Court Decisions on Adult Criminal Involvement”
· “Pretrial Release – How to Apply CrR 3.2 and CrRLJ 3.2 Fairly and Void Decisions Improperly Increasing Racial Disproportionality”

Mr. Morton will send “The Criminal Justice MATRIX” proposal to Judge Yule to share with Justice Bridge.

Committee members discussed surveying the judiciary at the 2012 Annual Conference to gauge judges’ needs and interests for future education sessions. It was recommended that Survey Monkey be used. 

Committee members also discussed surveying the leadership of the various minority bar associations and asking what topics they believe judges should be educated.

The results of these two surveys would be utilized to create an education plan spanning the next several years.
