Judicial Demographic Survey 
The Research Sub-committee declined to pursue a judicial demographic study and deferred the project to the Evaluation and Implementation Sub-committee. Discussion ensued regarding the purpose and scope of the project. 

The sub-committee decided to collect demographic data only on the trial courts (Superior, District, and Municipal) and only on race/ethnicity and gender. Judge James M. Murphy volunteered to inform Justice Charles Z. Smith of the Sub-committee’s intention of pursuing this project. A question was asked whether to include tribal judges. The sub-committee decided that if at all feasible to include tribal judges in the demographic study. Erica was directed to create a survey form. 

It was decided that Ms. Chung would contact Ms. Myra Downing, Executive Director of the Gender and Justice Commission, to inform her of the Sub-committee’s intentions and possible collaboration on the project. 
The sub-committee discussed the best possible way in which to conduct the survey. After some discussion, it was decided that the use of the listserv would be best. Judge Fleck volunteered to contact Chief Justice Alexander regarding the project and permission to use the AOC listserv. Once permission is granted, Erica will contact AOC regarding the use of the listserv.
