Projects
A. Demographic data: Judges of Color – Judge Murphy stated this is a research project passed to the sub-committee by the Research Sub-committee. He reported that the data collected is from the trial courts (Superior, District, and Municipal), but that a recommendation was made in the last meeting to include tribal judges. He stated that Justice Charles Z. Smith and he will review the lists to determine the race/ethnicity and gender of each judge.  He also stated that this process was chosen over the sending of a survey via judicial listservs.  
B. Department of Corrections Office of Administrative Hearings – The sub-committee members discussed whether the agency is denying the right to counsel. During the discussion, the members were reminded that an interview of Ms. Ramsdell-Gilkey, Department of Corrections, was conducted during a sub-committee teleconference on July 17, 2006 which revealed that for the past five years, Ms. Ramsdell-Gilkey was not aware of any offender necessitating or receiving counsel, and that there is not currently funding to provide counsel for the DOC AOC hearings. The sub-committee members determined that more information was needed.  
C. Truancy Contempt Cases – Discussion ensued regarding Mr. Boruchowitz’s request for inquiry concerning the disproportionate impact of truancy contempt cases on children of color and immigrant families. The sub-committee concluded that more information was needed.
