Education Sub-committee

2007 SCJA Spring Conference (April)
Judge McCullough reported that the sub-committee participated in an education session on Disproportionality in Juvenile Justice at the Superior Court Judges Association (SCJA) on Monday, April 23, 2007 in Blaine, Washington. The session received high evaluation scores: 4.81 out of 5.00 on Effectiveness and 4.79 out of 5.00 on Communication skills.

2007 Fall Judicial Conference (September)

Monto stated that we have received the diversity training materials from Ms. P. Diane Schneider for the Middle Eastern cultures session, “Do You Know Your Arab, Muslim and Sikh Neighbors?” and have secured Arab and Sikh presenters. Outreach Sub-committee

Judge Yule reported that the Outreach Sub-committee has been discussing the content and distribution medium of the Equal Justice newsletter. He stated that it was decided that the next newsletter will contain a survey to ascertain its value, content and medium of distribution. He also stated that the next newsletter will focus on Arab, Muslim and Sikh issues to coincide with the Fall 2007 Judicial Conference diversity training session, “Do you know your Arab, Muslim and Sikh neighbors?”. In the discussion of outreach activities, Judge Yule shared that the sub-committee has decided to meet with the minority bar associations to develop on going relationships and learn what issues are of concern to them and how we may collaborate on projects of mutual interest. He further shared that this will also provide information to the community as to the work of the Commission. Judge Yule also expressed interest in facilitating at least one Commission meeting per year outside of Seattle and conducting public forums to hear issues of importance from the community.

Mission Statement Discussion

A. 

Mission and Guiding Principles
Judge McCullough reported that the revised mission statement and guiding principals were adopted on June 4, 2007. 
Mission Statement: 

The Education sub-committee seeks to improve the administration of justice by eliminating racism and its effects by offering and supporting a variety of innovative, high quality, education programs designed to improve the cultural and professional competency of court employees and other representatives of the Washington State justice system. 
Guiding Principals:
· To provide and foster leadership for all components of the state justice system  with the goal of eliminating racial, cultural, and ethnic bias and disparate treatment and fostering systemic change. 

· To ensure that cultural diversity and cultural competency trainings becomes a normal and continuous aspect of employment or service within the state justice system. 

· To increase cultural awareness, foster greater appreciation of racial and cultural diversity, and engender mutual respect in persons who deliver court services and represent our justice system.  
· To provide and/or collaborate with others in recommending resources and education programs consistent with the mission of the Sub-committee.
· To be flexible and creative in developing high quality education programs tied to learning outcomes/objectives.

Program Requests
Judge McCullough reported that the sub-committee received requests for a cultural diversity education program by the following groups:

· King County District Court – training for court staff in 2007/2008

· District and Municipal Court Managers Association – mangers, who have already gone through a diversity education program in 2005 and 2006 are requesting training for their front line staff to be held at a staff training conference in 2008

A proposed revised mission statement was shared with the attendees. Discussion ensued in relation to the image of the sub-committee and its goals but no decisions were made due to time limitations.
