II. Commission Meeting Venue – The October 8, 2010 Commission Meeting will be hosted by Dean Kellye Testy, University of Washington School of Law.  There will be a presentation by Ms. Kimberly Ambrose, UW Youth and Child Advocacy Clinic, regarding the disproportionately impacted minority children in the judicial system.

III. Outreach Program Intern – Mr. Morton is currently working with the Administrative Office of the Courts Human Resource Director to develop and submit student intern requests and job descriptions.  A draft was provided and members asked to review its contents and recommend changes.

IV. Commission Liaisons – Mr. Morton compiled the list of Commission members and the organizations they volunteered to become liaisons to and presented the document to committee members.  He noted that Ms. Nancy Smith is not a court manager and recommended that a court manager be asked to join the Commission as a Technical Support Group member. 
V. Technical Support Membership – Mr. Morton recommended Mr. Frank Maiocco, Kitsap County Superior Court Manager, to join the Commission’s Technical Support Group and the Committee members agreed to make the recommendation to the Commission Chair.  Discussion led to recognize the need for more Research Committee members.  Also, the chair of the Research Committee had stated this to Mr. Morton.  Therefore, discussion led to the Committee member’s recommendation of Professor Robert Chang, Seattle University School of Law Fred T. Korematsu Center for Law and Equality.  Judge Spearman stated that she will contact Mr. Chang to see if he would be interested in joining the Commission as a Technical Support Group member or has other recommendations. 
VI. Gonzaga University School of Law’s “Color of Justice” – scheduled for Monday, October 11, 2010.  Mr. Morton reported that he attended last year and distributed posters and the Commission’s activity report.  The event was established to introduce the legal field to undergraduates interested in becoming attorneys.  It was attended by many of the Supreme Court justices and the guest speaker was Judge Richard A. Jones, Federal Court Judge.  Mr. Morton asked if the Committee members would like him to attend again this year and distribute posters and the Commission’s activity report.  The Committee members agreed that he should attend. 
VII. 8th Annual Tri-Cities Youth and Justice Forum – Mr. Morton reported that the facilities at Columbia Basin Community College has been scheduled to another group for Friday, November 5, 2010 and recommended a date change to November 12, 2010.  Judge Yule stated he will contact Mr. Ray Garcia to confirm that the facility was not secured for the Youth and Justice Forum and discuss the matter. 
Judge Yule reported that the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation has given the event a grant of $8000.  The governor will address the students via video.    

VIII. Equal Justice Newsletter:  2010 Newsletter Volume 14 Number 2 – Mr. Morton provided the Committee members with the contents of the newsletter and stated that he will try and put the newsletter together in the next two weeks.  

IX. Commission Artwork – Committee members will send their recommendations for 2010 Commission Artwork to Mr. Morton.
X. 2010 Annual Report – Committee members discussed the content of the 2010 Annual Report.  They discussed adding a prospective report and will discuss other content in the next Committee meeting. 
XI. Other Business

2011 National Consortium Meeting – Mr. Morton reported that the 2011 National Consortium Meeting is scheduled to be held in New Orleans.  He stated that he will ask the Commission Chair if he could attend this year’s meeting.  He stated that he was not able to attend last year due to the moratorium on out of state travel; however, stated that he felt that he would seek permission to attend this year.  He also stated that Justice C. W. Johnson, Board of Trustees Member, plans to attend the 2011 National Consortium Meeting.
