II. Outreach Program Intern – Professor Robert Chang, Seattle University and director of the Fred T. Korematsu Center for Law and Equality, has loaned an intern to the Commission. Due to project reallocations, Ms Kathryn Kuhlenberg has been replaced by Mr. Matthew Sanders as the Commission’s intern. Mr. Sanders will be able to work five hours a week for the rest of this semester ending in early May. He will work primarily on two projects: gathering demographic information about the justice system; and gathering materials for the Equal Justice newsletter. He will be telecommuting from Seattle. 
III. Equal Justice Newsletter:  The 2010 Newsletter Volume 14 Number 2 was distributed the first week of January. The 2011 Newsletter Volume 15 Number 1 is scheduled for completion and distribution at the end of April. Judge Yule will draft and email message for the Commission Liaisons.
