· Justice Cruz Reynosos – Sandra stated that Justice Reynosos was a good sellection for keynot speaker because he is a talented speaker and good friends with Justice Smith. He spoke at the National Consortium and received many compiments.  
· Justice Sears – She was recommended by Justice Thomas, 2005 keynote speaker. 
· Margaret E. Montoya, Sandra stated that Ms. Montoya received mixed reviews from the Law School students at the University of Washington. Brenda stated that Ms. Montoya is a tenured professor at the University of New Mexico and is an advocate of applying diversity to many professions, and may be concidered a little radical by some people.
